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FLAG YOUR FLAGS ON VETERANS DAY – NOVEMBER 11TH          
  

History of Veterans Day 
     

     World War I – known at the time 
as “The Great War” - officially ended 
when the Treaty of Versailles was 
signed on June 28, 1919.  However, 
fighting ceased seven months earlier 
when an armistice, or temporary 
cessation of hostilities, between the 
Allied nations and Germany went into 
effect on the eleventh hour of the 
eleventh day of the eleventh month. 
For that reason, November 11, 1918, 
is generally regarded as the end of 
“the war to end all wars.” 
     In November 1919, President 
Wilson proclaimed November 11th as 
the first commemoration of Armistice 
Day with the following words: "To us 
in America, the reflections of 
Armistice Day will be filled with 
solemn pride in the heroism of those 
who died in the country’s service and 
with gratitude for the victory, both 
because of the thing from which it has 
freed us and because of the 
opportunity it has given America to 
show her sympathy with peace and 
justice in the councils of the 
nations…"  
     The original concept for the 
celebration was for a day observed 
with parades and public meetings and 
a brief suspension of business 
beginning at 11 a.m.  The President of 
the United States issued a 
proclamation calling upon the 
officials to display the flag of the 
United States on all Government 
buildings on November 11th and 
inviting the people of the United 
States to observe the day in schools 
and churches, or other suitable places, 
with appropriate ceremonies of 
friendly relations with all other 
peoples.  The anniversary of this date 
is  to  be  commemorated with thanks-

 Chaplain’s  
Report / Taps 

     It is Monday morning, October 
12th, Columbus Day.  It is also 
Membership meeting at the Post 
this evening.  Hope a few of you 
will join us.  Short meeting, 
inexpensive food and drinks and a 
lot of fellowship.  Your spouse or 
friend is also invited.   
     I don’t have anything else to 
write about that I can think of so I 
will tell you about my Army 
experiences.  I was sworn into the 
Army on January 8, 1943.  I tried 
to become a Flying Cadet but 
failed the vision test in December 
1942.  I was given a week furlough 
to get my things in order.   
     I reported to Ft. Benjamin 
Harrison, Indianapolis, on January 
15, 1943.  After a few days I was 
sent to Ft. Leonard Wood, 
Missouri for engineer basic 
training.  Shortly after getting 
there I became ill and found out I 
had picked up scarlet fever at 
Benjamin Harrison.  I was put in 
isolation for about three weeks.   
     Toward the end of April, I was 
given a three day pass to come 
home to La Grange, Ky.  After 
returning to Ft. Leonard Wood we 
learned that we were shipping out.  
Basic training was over, thank 
heavens.  We were sent to Camp 
Claiborne, La., where I was 
assigned to the 338th Engineering 
medical unit.  A few days later we 
boarded a luxury train and headed 
north to Chicago, over to Pittsburg, 
then to New York City on to Camp 
Myles Standish in Taunton, 
Massachusetts, near Boston. 
     On April 29, 1943 we boarded 
the USAT Edmond B. Alexander, 
a luxury liner that the United 
States leased from Great Britain.  
The Brits captured it from the 
Germans in WWI.  More to follow 
later….

     In 1954, after World War II had 
required the greatest mobilization of 
soldiers, sailors, marines and airmen 
in the Nation’s history; and after 
American forces had fought 
aggression in Korea, at the urging of 
the veterans service organizations, 
the word "Armistice" was replaced 
with the word "Veterans."  
November 11th then became a day to 
honor American veterans of all 
wars.  Veterans Day continues to be 
observed on November 11th, 
regardless of what day of the week 
on which it falls. Veterans Day is a 
celebration to honor America's 
veterans for their patriotism, love of 
country, and willingness to serve 
and sacrifice for the common good. 

 How to Win Your Next 
Chili Cook Off 

 

     Do you like to make chili at 
home? Well here is a recipe that 
has taken dozens of blue 
ribbons. 
 

● Step 1 – Drink a beer. 
 

● Step 2 - sauté 2 pounds of the 
stewing beef and 2 pounds of 
cubed steak along with 3 
medium onions and 6 gloves of 
garlic in a couple tablespoons of 
vegetable oil. Once browned 
throw this into a large pot. 
 

● Step 3 - stir in a 32 ounce can 
of whole tomatoes with the 
sauce to the pot. 
 

● Step 4 - Add 3 jalapenos, 3 
TBSP of dark chili powder, 2 
tsp paprika, 2 tsp cumin, 4 tsp 
oregano, 2 tsp cayenne powder, 
2 tsp red pepper flakes, 4 tsp 
salt, 2 tsp fresh cilantro, 1 tsp 
black pepper, 1 beer, and a 
couple squirts of tabasco sauce. 
 

● Step 5 - add enough water to 
the pot so it covers everything 
by about 2 inches. 
 

● Step 6 - Simmer the chili for 
90 minutes, stirring regularly. 
 

● Step 7 - Mix 3 TBSP of corn 
flour with about 2 cups of warm 
water until it is dissolved 
completely. Slowly pour this 
mixture into your chili while 
you are continually stirring. 
 

● Step 8 - Add another 2 tsp of 
fresh cilantro and 1 TBSP of 
dark chili powder. 
 

● Step 9 - Simmer for another 
hour or so. It won’t hurt it to 
cook for a couple hours if you 
are having fun. 

 

● Step 10 - Have a few more 
beers and enjoy the chili. If you 
are going to enter this in a chili 
contest  then  cook  it  the  night  

 before. The  flavors  will  meld 
overnight and the heat won’t be 
quite so much on the end of the 
tongue the next day.

VA’s Follow-Up to 
Pharmacy Fraud Alert 

 

     The Department of Veterans 
Affairs (VA) has reported that 
the “Patient Care Group” is 
conducting a scam operation 
against veterans who receive VA 
prescriptions.  Callers claiming 
to be representatives of this 
group tell veterans that their 
prescriptions are being 
administered by the company.  
They then ask for credit card 
information so that the veterans 
can continue to receive their 
medications. 
     The VA Secretary stated VA 
has made no change to its 
prescription system, and that 
veterans should not provide any 
information to callers from this 
group.  It is not VA’s practice to 
call veterans requesting 
disclosure of personal financial 
information over the phone.
